First, | would like to offer an introduction for those who are not familiar with the duties of a Director. A Director is
the local Chapter representative to CSC on a National level. Each Chapter has a Director responsible for Chapter rep-
resentation and voicing Chapter issues. All Directors, Vice-presidents, President, Past-president and CSC Staff meet
twice a year to be informed of initiatives by the Association office along with updates from other Chapters across the
country.

Following is an update since the Board of Directors meeting held in Toronto on October 3" and 4", 2009.

e Website: Currently, each Chapter is responsible for the costs and administration of their own websites.
Obviously, with each Chapter comprised of volunteers, some are more successful than others. In an at-
tempt to unify all Chapters to a common standard and image, the Association office is in the process of
completely redesigning the main website with a direct links to standard templates for each Chapter. This
will allow Chapters to easily update content while permitting design flexibility within a standard CSC
theme.

e Specifier course: The Specifier 1 course is finally near completion! The Vancouver Chapter really stepped
up to meet the challenge of redesigning, modifying and adding content in order to ensure a Spring 2010
course release. Every Chapter is anticipating strong registration for this course.

o Certified Specification Writer: This is a new designation soon to be offered to permit individuals who may
not otherwise qualify for the RSW designation. It is an intermediate specification writing designation in-
tended to recognize individuals with a strong technical ability but who may have not yet been involved with
contract administration.

¢ Unification: There has been increasing discussion of ideas to further unify Chapters across the country.
Similar to the website, as each Chapter executive is comprised of volunteers, the degree of marketing and
success of each Chapter is quite varied. Although no firm direction has been agreed upon, at least the
discussions are taking place, which will eventually lead the Association to meet this challenge.
